Give your data scientists one 
convenient place to share Shiny applications, R Markdown reports, 
dashboards, plots, models, Jupyter Notebooks, and more.

Now anyone can 
interact with custom-built data products developed by R and 
Python users:  Dashboards, reports, notebooks, presentations, 
documents, even interactive web applications, without having to 
program in R or Python themselves.

RStudio Connect is on-premises, supported software that you can 
install on a server behind your firewall (Ubuntu, RedHat/CentOS, 
and SUSE Linux), or in a VPC on your cloud provider of choice, 
ensuring that your data and data science applications never have to 
leave your organization’s control.

RStudio Connect allows easy publishing from the the RStudio IDE, 
which is available in open source and commercial editions and 
runs on the desktop (Windows, Mac, and Linux) or in a browser 
connected to RStudio Server or RStudio Workbench (Debian/
Ubuntu, RedHat/CentOS, and SUSE Linux). RStudio Workbench lets 
you centralize access and computation, scale compute and RAM 
centrally, and access your Data Science development environments 
from anywhere via a web browser.

Click ‘Publish’ to send your work to RStudio Connect from RStudio 
Desktop, RStudio Server, or RStudio Workbench. RStudio Connect 
supports just about any static or dynamic content your team can 
create in R or Python, or configure your work to automatically 
publish when you commit to Git.
